The Department of Veterans Affairs 

Medical Center in Nashville is a 149-

bed primary, secondary, and tertiary 

care medical facility immediately adja-

cent to the Vanderbilt University Medi-

cal Center. Professional services and 

medical training programs are devel-

oped in cooperation with the VA-Vice 

Chancellor’s Committee of Vanderbilt 

University School of Medicine. 

The VA Medical Center Nashville cam-

pus is a modern, fully equipped facility 

dedicated to providing care for the vet-

eran patient.  

The Surgical Service has 45 beds, in-

cluding an integrated state-of-the-art 

surgical intensive care/step-down area. 

Surgical procedures are performed in 

nine fully-equipped operating rooms 

which include an ambulatory surgery 

suite and an endoscopy suite. The re-

covery room is located near both the 

operating rooms and the surgical critical 

care units, and all areas utilize up-to-

date integrated monitoring equipment. 

A bedside computerized flow sheet and 

data acquisition system are currently 

utilized in the intensive care area to fa-

cilitate care of critically ill patients. A 

surgical outpatient clinic facility meets 

an increasing demand for the delivery of 

outpatient surgical care. 

A full range of surgical specialties ex-

ists, all fully integrated with the resi-

dency programs of the Vanderbilt 

Medical Center. The Cardiothoracic 

Service includes open heart and general 

thoracic surgery programs.
